1. Tournament’s date 
8, 9 and 10 of June 2012. 

 

2. Officials site 
St-Constant’s Municipal Center, Parc Lafarge, Parc des Copains, Felix-Leclerc, St-Régis, 

Jacques-Leber and Parc des Citoyens. 

 

3. Registrations Fees 
U8:250$  U9-U14: 275$  U9A-U14A: 300$ 

Cheque to be made to Association de soccer de St-Constant. No post-date cheque are 

accepted. 

 

4. Passport 
All players and coachs must have their valid and approve passport for the current 

season. For teams who have permanent passport, you must have in hand a complete and 

printed list from you PTS, approved by your regional soccer association. 

 

5. Permission to travel to other teams games 
Teams coming from outside South-Shore area (A. R. S. R. S.) have to produce an original 

permission to travel to other teams games from their regional association. 

 

6. Rewards 
All players of the festival receive a participation medal. The finalists of the tournament 

receive «Gold», «Silver» or «Bronze» medal following their classification. All other 

players will receive a participation medal. 

 

7. Registration procedures 
Duly filled forms and all fees must be received before June 1st, 2012, limit date. No 

guarantee fee is required. 

 

8. Acceptation procedure 
Within the week of June 4

th
 2010, a schedule of the games, the specific rules of your 

category, a roadmap and the access plan of all fields will be on our website. Inscription 

fees will not be reimburse for teams, once accepted, who wants to quit. All teams not 

selected will be immediately reimbursed. 

 

 

 

9. Players check-in procedure 
You have to print 6 «game sheet» from the TSI Sport web site 

(www.tsisports.ca/soccer/tournoi/index.htm). The registration will take place Thursday, 

June 7 2012 at 6:30 PM at the Municipal Centre of St-Constant at 160, boulevard 

Monchamp. The head coach or its second is COMPULSORY. The «game sheet» and the 

original of the permission to travel to other teams games must be presented without the 

players. For the teams who cannot come on the 9
th

 of June, they need to check-in at the 

registration table of the tournament at the address as above mentioned at least an hour 

before their first scheduled game. 

 

10. Number of players 
For soccer at 7 players (U-08 at U-10 both recreative and competitive and U-11 

recreative), the player list can count up to a maximum of 15 players and no less than 7 

players including the goaler. For soccer at 11 players (U-11 competitive and U-12 to U-14 

recreative and competitive), the player list can count up to 21 players (18 regular players 

and 3 substitutes) and a minimum of 11 players including the gaoler. Only the 18 players 

on the «game sheet» are allowed on the field. The other players will have to stay away of 

the field and of the bench.
